COVID-19 Information and Checklist for Businesses/Employers

Protecting Against COVID-19

Enhanced Unemployment Aid

Ohio Governor Mike DeWine is ordering the relaxing of some unemployment compensation requirements
and timelines for COVID-19 impacted workers who do not receive paid leave and for people who have
been quarantined due to COVID-19. Visit unemployment.ohio.gov for additional information.

Support for Small Businesses and Non-Profit Organizations
Ohio has qualified for the Small Business Administration (SBA) Economic Injury Disaster Loan (EIDL)
program.
o Small businesses, small agricultural cooperatives, small aquaculture businesses, and most non-
profit organizations qualify.
o Small business owners and non-profit agencies impacted by the public health crisis can apply for
low-interest loans of up to $2 million with repayment terms of up to 30 years.
¢ Businesses and non-profits can apply online at SBA.gov/Disaster (quicker and recommended) or
call 1-800-659-2955 to request an application in the mail.
¢ Businesses that have already reached out to the Development Services Agency will be notified by
email as soon as the application is available.
o SBA will review applications and determine eligibility.
o The SBA and the applicant will close on the loan.
o The normal timeline is 2-3 weeks from application to deposit, but SBA does not yet know
what the timeline will be, given the scope of the current situation.
e Loan applicants should start compiling info the SBA will need when the application opens:
o Most recent federal income tax return for the applicant business.
o IRS form 4506-T.

Insurance Premiums Grace Period
The Ohio Department of Insurance is ordering all insurers in Ohio to allow employers to offer employees a
grace period for insurance premiums.
e The grace period must provide the option of deferring premium payments interest free for up to 60
calendar days from the original premium due date.
e Health insurers must allow employers to continue covering employees even if the employees would
otherwise become ineligible for insurance because of a decrease in work hours.
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Workers’ Compensation Payment Deferral
Employers will be permitted to defer insurance premium installment payments for March, April, and May
until June 1.

Hauling Permits

The Ohio Department of Transportation is modifying the permitting process for haulers carrying heavy
loads of essential goods to waive a requirement for advanced permission. This will allow more haulers to
exceed certain weight and size restrictions for loads of items such as food, non-alcoholic beverages,
medical supplies, and cleaning products. For information, and to download the permit, visit
transportation.ohio.gov.

Banking Partnerships

JobsOhio, Peoples Bank, and First Federal/Home Savings Bank have formed a partnership to support
existing small business clients with maintaining operations and payroll. JobsOhio has committed up to $50
million to assist Peoples Bank and recently merged First Federal Bank and Home Savings Bank with
providing lending support to companies negatively affected by COVID-19. This assistance bolsters each
bank’s ability to provide additional financing on favorable terms for local businesses in good standing that
would otherwise not be able to access this credit due to COVID-19. Eligible businesses can use the newly
available loan funds for working capital, including payroll, rent, mortgages or other fixed debts, utilities, and
other bills.

Ohio Department of Health Director Amy Acton, M.D., MPH, strongly recommends that businesses and
employers take the following actions.

Allow as many employees as possible to work from home by implementing policies in areas such
as teleworking and video conferencing.

If employees do report to workplaces:

Actively encourage sick employees to stay home until they are free of fever (without the use of
medication) for at least 72 hours (three full days) AND symptoms have improved for at least 72
hours AND at least seven days have passed since symptoms first began. Do not require a
healthcare provider’s note to validate the illness or return to work of employees sick with acute
respiratory illness; healthcare provider offices and medical facilities may be extremely busy and not
able to provide such documentation in a timely way.

Ensure that your sick leave policies are up to date, flexible, and non-punitive to allow sick
employees to stay home to care for themselves, children, or other family members. Consider
encouraging employees to do a self-assessment each day to check if they have any COVID-19
symptoms (fever, cough, or shortness of breath).
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Separate employees who appear to have acute respiratory illness symptoms from other employees
and send them home immediately. Restrict their access to the business until they have recovered.

Reinforce key messages — stay home when sick, use cough and sneeze etiquette, and practice
hand hygiene — to all employees, and place posters in areas where they are most likely to be
seen. Provide protection supplies such as soap and water, hand sanitizer, tissues, and no-touch
disposal receptacles for use by employees.

Frequently perform enhanced environmental cleaning of commonly touched surfaces,
such as workstations, countertops, railings, door handles, and doorknobs. Use the
cleaning agents that are usually used in these areas and follow the directions on the
label. Provide disposable wipes so that commonly used surfaces can be wiped down by
employees before each use.

Be prepared to change business practices if needed to maintain critical operations (e.g., identify
alternative suppliers, prioritize customers, or temporarily suspend some of your operations).
